All children start on the blue shape and then are moved up the traffic lights if 

they are not being respectful and following school rules.   

 

Children 

who are on the red traffic light in their class miss Golden Time and go the 

designated ‘Thinking Class’ to reflect upon their attitude and behaviour.
